FROM THE SOUTH, EAST, & WEST: (These directions begin north of Albany, NY) Take I-87 North (The Adirondack Northway) to Exit 21.  Stay straight on exit ramp to stop
ign.  Take a right at the end of exit ramp and proceed about _ mile to traffic light at the intersection of Route 9.  Take a left at the light onto Route 9 north.  Proceed on Route 9

North for 8/10ths of a mile (straight through on set of traffic lights) to West Brook Road (not clearly marked but there is a green sign that says “Lake George Beach”).  Take a right
onto West Brook Road and proceed to the T intersection at the Beach Road.  Take a right onto Beach Road.  Proceed 2/10ths of a mile and take a left into the Million Dollar Beach
parking lot.
FROM THE NORTH: Take I-87 South (The Adirondack Northway) to Exit 21.  Stay straight on exit ramp to stop sign at end of ramp.  Take a left at the end of exit ramp and
proceed about _” mile to traffic light at the intersection of Route 9.  Take a left at the light onto Route 9 north.  Proceed on Route 9 North for 8/10ths of a mile (straight through one
et of traffic lights) to West Brook Road (not clearly marked but there is a green sign that says “Lake George Beach”).  Take a right onto West Brook Road and proceed to the T
ntersection at the Beach Road.  Take a right onto Beach Road.  Proceed 2/10ths of a mile and take a left into the Million Dollar Beach parking lot.
